MEETING NOTES 
 
I.  INTRODUCTIONS AND WELCOME  
Following introductions, Cynthia Jaynes announced that she is being reassigned to the 
Secondary Prevention for Safe and Drug Free Schools Program and will no longer be 
able to sit on the ICC. She indicated a replacement should be assigned by the 
September meeting. Zelna Banks distributed the Early Start Transition Series produced 
by LACOE. 
 
II.  AGENDA REVIEW 
The agenda was reviewed and approved with no changes. 
 
III.  REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF PRIOR MEETING NOTES 
PAC March 2006 minutes were reviewed and approved with the addition of Janet 
Canning being absent from the March meeting. 
 
IV.  EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE REPORT 
Toni Doman updated the committee on the Executive Committee discussion of 
priorities, particularly the Family Resource and Supports Committee’s concern about 
“Child Care” being the banner heading. The FRSC Co-Chairs indicated that they would 
work on incorporating all of the input concerning child care and come up with a revised 
banner heading to present to the Executive Committee. 
 
Several ideas surfaced following Toni’s report of the Parent Leadership Ad Hoc 
Committee, which is charged with making recommendations regarding parent 
representation on the ICC. Ideas include advancing funds to parents for attendance at 
the ICC; translating the parent stipend instructions into Spanish (Janet will check to see

if there already is a translation); providing translators at ICC meetings; and a buddy 
system to mentor new members that PAC began developing prior to the introduction of 
priority areas. PAC staff will forward this to the Parent Leadership Ad Hoc Committee 
staff for discussion, consideration, and possible collaboration. 
 
Toni also reviewed the upcoming special presentations and provided information about 
WestStat, an OSEP subcontractor that is evaluating the monitoring process in 20 states, 
including California, and the upcoming OSEP visit in the fall. 
 
V.  OUTREACH TO PRIMARY HEALTH CARE PROVIDERS 
Because the charge of PAC is different than that of the other committees (PAC is 
responsible for supporting each committee’s outreach efforts related to the committee’s 
priority), PAC began with a review of the ideas presented at the March meeting and 
charted the committee where each of these ideas might be relevant. Ideas included:  
 

 targeted outreach to mental health providers and expanding the BabyLine to 
include information about infant mental health (QSDS) 

 submission of information to professional medical journals and publications on 
the subject of Early Start referral (ISH) 

 preparing information that explains the differences between respite, child care, 
and nursing (FRSC) 

 
How these and the other ideas would be implemented would be dependent upon the 
work being done in each committee and in a collaborative fashion.  
 
PAC also reviewed documents from a joint PAC-ISH committee meeting from 2003 
specifically related to outreach to primary health care providers. PAC would like to 
possibly revisit these documents with ISH or have ISH review them in their committee to 
determine if any of the ideas are still viable and to see how the committees might 
collaborate.  
 
The committee is considering the development of a strategic plan that would capture all 
of the priority areas, including the measurable outcomes, data points, strategies, and 
recommendations. 
 
VI.  UPDATE OF DDS RESPONSE TO THE RECOMMENDATIONS 
The DDS liaison provided updates of the DDS response to the PAC recommendations 
about Early Entry. This will be a standing agenda item on the PAC agenda in order to 
check in on the progress in implementing these recommendations. 
 
VII. NEWCOMER FLYER 
Staff distributed the Newcomer Flyer that reflects the most recent edits. The purpose of 
the flyer is to attract parents to the ICC. It was suggested we share this with the Parent 
Leadership Ad Hoc Committee.  
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VIII. DEBRIEF ABOUT PARENT LEADERSHIP AWARD

IX. UPDATE ON REASONS FOR CONCERN BROCHURE

X. OTHER 
Dr. Felice Parisi, Golden Gate Regional Center, presented briefly about dddigest.org, a 
website that provides resources for health care providers on a variety of topics, 
including specific disabilities. The committee briefly discussed how they could work with 
Dr. Parisi and use this website for targeted outreach to primary health care providers 
regarding Early Start.
